AN INVESTIGATION OF YOUR REPORT INCLUDES:

1. Interviewing known witnesses and interrogating appropriate suspects.

2. Entry of all serial numbered items into a nation wide computer system (NCIC).

3. Checks of pawn records for reported stolen property.

4. Coordination of investigations of similar crimes committed within the city as well as with other agencies when appropriate.

5. Analysis of your reported crime in an effort to determine if correlations can be made for possible suspects, trends and crime patterns which could lead to an arrest(s).

6. Arrests of criminals made by our Department will be checked to see if they could be responsible for the offense you have reported. 

7. Property held by our Department will be checked for serial numbers in an effort to return it to the legal owner.

YOUR RESPONSIBILITY AS A VICTIM INCLUDES:

1. Making every effort to obtain and report serial numbers of stolen articles.

2. Keeping the Department advised of any information of which you may become aware that could be of assistance to the investigator assigned to your case.

3. Making sure that you have given accurate information to the officer(s) taking your report.

4. Keeping the Department advised of any change of address or phone number so that you can be contacted if prosecution of an offender or return of property should be imminent.

CRIME PREVENTION CONSIDERATIONS TO AVOID FUTURE VICTIMIZATION:

1. Take measures to protect yourself, your dwelling and/or business from future intruders. Consider marking your valuable items with an identifying number (i.e. driver’s license number). Unidentifiable property is being continually recovered by law enforcement agencies throughout the area. Without identifiable markings, most of these valuables cannot be returned to the rightful owner.

2. Record serial numbers and keep them in a safe place.

3. Place valuable items in a safe deposit box for better security.

4. Keep in mind that your Police Department will try to locate your property and/or arrest the offender, but investigators rely on you to supply the most up-to-date, reliable information available.
